Watch
these mischievous cats race around their home and see our skilled keeper interact with them. The animals
decide if and when to approach you.

We hope that through your participation in this encounter you will care more for the survival of these precious animals.

Cheetah at Orana Wildlife Park

Orana plays an active role in the captive breeding programme for Cheetah, classified as vulnerable by the
World Conservation Union as a result of habitat loss, hunting by humans for their pelt and persecution by
farmers due to stock losses. Orana is one of only a small number of institutions worldwide that has
experienced repeated breeding success with Cheetah - a species that is notoriously difficult to breed in
captivity. Orana’s encounter cats carry some of the most significant bloodlines in the Australasian region.
Funds from this encounter directly assist our breeding efforts.

Details
The Cheetah Encounter is an exclusive opportunity to tour behind the scenes with these wonderful
animals. The time that you spend with the Cheetah is based entirely on the cats.

Day/Time: Friday to Monday (inclusive) at 11am - maximum of 4 people per day. (Bookings essential).
Participants must be at the park by 10.30am on the day of the encounter.

Cost: $100.00 per person (must be pre-paid when booking).
Please note: cost includes your Park entry and a photo.

Restrictions: People aged 14 and under must be accompanied by an adult (normal encounter costs
apply for both). For safety, participants must be over 1.4 metres in height and be fit and
able bodied (eg able to stand up and sit down unassisted). Pregnant women enter at their
own risk owing to potential health risks.

Clothing: We ask that you wear closed footwear (no jandals), long pants and no clothing with loose
fittings (such as drawstrings).

Conditions: Visitors must adhere to strict conditions associated with this activity. The attached release and booking
forms must be signed and returned and payment in full must be received before you can participate. Please note:
Orana reserves the right to postpone a Cheetah Encounter before, or on, the day of the experience owing to animal
management/welfare issues (such as windy and/or wet weather, negative behaviour of the animals and/or
participants before entering the exhibit). In the event that a Cheetah Encounter is postponed, the Park will contact you
as soon as possible and attempt to re-schedule your experience (this may not always be possible in which case a full
refund will be given). Staff reserve the right to immediately end a Cheetah Encounter for any participant not adhering
to the conditions outlined in the release form (in this instance a refund will not be given).
